Breeder and also a World Food Laureate; Dr. M.C. Saxena, former Assistant Director General,
ICARDA, and a leading agronomist; Dr. William D. Dar, former Director General, International Crop
Research Institute for Semi-Arid Tropics (ICRISAT); Dr. Thomas Lumpkin, former Director General,
CIMMYT, Mexico; Dr. (Ms.) Uma Lele, former Senior Advisor, World Bank, Dr. John Dixon, former
Senior Advisor, ACIAR, Australia, Dr Shenggen Fan, Former Director General, IFPRI, Dr. Adel El-
Beltagy, former Director General, ICARDA and Dr Suri Sehgal, Founder of S M Sehgal Foundation
